Dear Sponsor ,

Thank you for submitting or intending to submit a project proposal soon for the senior project capstone courses at NJIT in  Spring 2005 semester . We truly appreciate this great opportunity  you offered to our students and we hope that we will not only  meet your expectations but also exceed them .   

The number of teams I expect to have in  Spring 2005 can be  up to 35 teams (including the pre-requisite course teams from my CIS490 course) based on 5-6 students in a team . It is also possible that very few teams can be formed of 3-4 people –if necessary   .
If for any reason , one or more of your projects was/were not  selected , it/they will be automatically moved to the Summer or Fall 2005 list unless you write to me requesting cancellation .   While there is a high likelihood that   many of the 30 new Spring 2005 projects will be selected by such a large number of possible teams, we have to keep in mind that some students are already continuing some projects from Fall 2004 and some will choose to do the newly enhanced entrepreneurial track in this course in which they build foundations for their own future business. 
This will make the number of teams available less than the number of projects released but I will make every effort to  give your project(s)  proper attention and boost students motivation toward it. I strongly hope to get the maximum number of Spring 2005 projects selected by our teams .

Since the best way to communicate with our students is direct and live interaction, I have dedicated the second week of the semester to facilitate communication between our industry -sponsors and students (optionally) through short (10-15)-minute presentations inside the classroom. This presentation is to give  students an idea about the sponsor and the project and allow students to have more in depth understanding above and beyond limited documents and short proposals. 
It is recommended to have the presentation on  CD  as a PowerPoint or PDF file to be used in class (if necessary) and then distributed  to all class members via our webct system thereafter . If you have three projects or more , time can be increased up to 20-25 minutes in total.  
It is really important to manage time effectively on presentations days so every body will have the chance to introduce his /her project(s). While this is a totally  optional opportunity for sponsors to introduce their projects,  sponsors can also choose to send their preventatives if they cannot attend in person .  You can also choose to present to one or more of our sections  . 
There are 4 presentation sessions in total during the presentation week in which 4 different classes will attend . Presenting to more than one class will maximize the opportunity for your project to be chosen especially if you have submitted two or more projects.

First Session  :Tuesday Jan 25th , 2005       from 4-5:30 PM in room (  ) at NJIT

Second Session : Tuesday  Jan  25th ,2005  from 6-9 PM in room (  ) at NJIT

Third Session : Wednesday Jan  26th  ,2005  from 6-9 PM in room (  ) at NJIT

Forth Session :  Thursday Jan 27th  , 2005   from  6-9 PM in room (  ) at NJIT

(Forth session is only for two-semester projects)

If you wish to present to our students please reply to me at oe2@njit.edu at your earliest convenience but no later than Wednesday Sep 1st , 2004 to have your presentation scheduled .

In your reply please to me please  specify the following :

1-     Name , title and company of the presenter(s).

2-     Your choice of one or more of the presentation sessions [ indicated above ] . Please specify clearly which sessions you have chosen (such as session one or two, etc.)

3-     The title(s) of the project(s) you will be introducing .

4-     Your preference in time for each session (such as 6-6:30 , 7-7:30 , 7:30-8 , 8-8:30 or 8:30-9 PM in 30-minute increments regardless of the actual time of your presentation – supposedly 10-15 minutes for one and 20-25 for a set of projects).

Please note that I cannot guarantee your preference in time duration for each session since I have already received some requests and some I may get more than one request for the same duration.

I will send the final schedule of all presentations in the four sessions as soon as I receive all requests (no later than January 14th  , 2005). Again , this presentation is not mandatory  .Yet , it is quite helpful for both students and sponsors.

Once again , thank you very much for considering the senior project capstone  program at NJIT for your project needs   and for your anticipated collaboration in the presentation week .
